CONTRACTORS HEAR ABOUT MARKET OPPORTUNITIES

M/U Division Chairman Art Daniel and Water/Wastewater Committee Chairman Howard Pebley
hosted a Water Infrastructure Forum at the chapter office on December 8, 2009. Members were
briefed by several entities about water infrastructure funding, including stimulus funding under
the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA). Presentations were made by the
International Boundary & Water Commission (IBWC), the North American Development Bank
(NADBank), the U.S. Department of Agriculture Rural Development Office, and the Texas Water
Development Board. The IBWC received $220 million in ARRA funding. USDA in Texas had
over $90 million in water and environmental programs for fiscal year 2009 and approximately
$78 million anticipated for fiscal year 2010. Texas Water Development has combined ARRA
drinking water and clean water revolving funds close to $330 million.
